Thomas Jefferson Mills and Alice Cahill were married in Illinois in 1891 and came to Oklahoma as a bride and groom by train. They first settled near where Oklahoma City is now located.  Their first son, Harry, was born there.  Later they bought a farm near the community of Payson.  There, four more sons and two daughters were born.
Isome who was employed by Bell Telephone until his retirement.  He had five children by his first wife, Rhoda, he later married Emma Kohler. His children married in California, and his three sons have died, but his two daughters are still in California.

Bert, who married Elizabeth Radon Cartright was employed by Sinclair Oil Company and lived in the Shawnee area where he was living at the time of retirement and later death.
Major, who made a barber and spent his adult life in and around Oklahoma City.  He married Oilie McFarland and they had one son, J.D. Oilie passed away in the 1930's and Major remarried, but the one son was all the children he ever had.
Marion or (Dutch) moved to Oklahoma City when he became an adult and worked on the Oklahoma City Police force for 20 years.  After he retired from the police force he worked for one of the County Commissioners until his death.  He had married Anna Mae Kader and they had two daughters who are married and live in the Oklahoma City area.
Maye married Curtis Fallwell and they moved to Oklahoma City where he owned a service station and later a body shop.  They are both still living in Oklahoma City.  They had one son and one daughter who are married and live in Oklahoma City.
Harry was the only one who remained in Lincoln County.  He married Nona Pearl Edmonson, daughter of C.L. Edmonson of Chandler.  They lived in various locations in Lincoln County, but most of their married life was spent in Meeker.  They had seven children, three boys and four girls who were educated in Meeker and Payson schools and all but Bill graduated from Meeker High School, he later finished his high school in California.
Comiela died as an infant and is buried in the old Pickett Cemetery along with Tom and Alice.  Tom passed away in 1938 and Alice moved to Oklahoma City to live with her daughter, Maye, and son Marion.  She passed away in 1959.
Tom was a farmer and country veterinarian. Alice was a little woman but a hard worker. She was a good cook especially known for her home made bread. They grew most of what they ate, and would sell cream and eggs to buy the other things they needed. Tom smoked a pipe and he ordered leaf tobacco, which was shipped in bundles of leaves in a big wooden box, and then he would crumble it as he needed it for his pipe.
Grandma Mills' brother, Billy Cahill, came to Oklahoma when Tom and Alice did.  He never married, but Billy also owned a farm near Payson.
